Get Started

There are 4 easy steps to start your P7 Bible Club! This page is your detailed checklist to get to your first meeting. Print it out, bookmark it, and go step by step!

1. Pray and Partner 

The first step in starting your club is prayer! Pray that God will give you direction and wisdom while starting your club. Pray for your school administration to embrace your club, for students to be hungry and open to attend your club and for God to prepare the way for you. 

Be sure to partner with your spiritual leaders (youth pastor, youth leaders, pastor, etc) for their help and support. While they are not allowed to actually start the club and lead it, they can be a very valuable asset to you in giving you guidance, instruction, training and encouragement along the way. Be sure to have them pray with you as well. 

2. Plan & Present
It may seem intimidating at first to start something out of nothing. But we assure you, we will provide all the help and assistance along the way to ensure you have everything you need to get your club approved by your school and to launch it. 

Planning is 90% of the work. Presenting your plan to the school administration is 10% of the work. If your planning is done well, you have no reason to be intimidated to start your club. Rather, you will be able to confidently present your plan for a successful launch! 

Here’s what you need! 

Student Interest List - Compile a list of friends that are interested in your club. The school will like to see at least 5-15 names/signatures of other students who want to see this club in your school. 

Letter to School – To start, send a letter to your school principal or vice principle stating your desire to start a club, and attach the following documents to your letter: Proposal and Charter/Constitution (below). 

Proposal – Your school administration will want to see a proposal and a few documents to show them what your club is about, who is interested, what you will be doing in your meetings, etc. Start here with your proposal. 

Charter/Constitution – Most school clubs have a charter or constitution that outlines how the club will operate. You can use this one, OR you can create your own based off of this format, but personalized to your group. Be sure to include your mission and core values!

Meeting with Principal – This might seem intimidating, but don’t be 

intimidated. Your school administration loves to see students take leadership initiatives. They might be a little leery to accept a faith- based club at first if they are unaware of your rights as a student to do so. Present your proposal, charter and explain your purpose for starting a club.

Pitfall – Some school administrators are not aware of your rights as a student and may be nervous about letting a student start a religious club. If this becomes a concern you should politely explain the Equal Access Act and the Student Bill of Rights.

Your Student Rights - Be familiar with your student rights.

3. Prepare & Practice
Register my P7 Club  – Once your club is approved, be sure to get your club on the map by registering your club at www.p7online.com. We will send you a welcome package and follow up with you to provide any support you need along the way. 
Prepare for Your First Meeting – There are many ways to lead a Bible Club meeting. Here’s some tips to get you started! 
Get the word out – Tell everyone you know about your first meeting. Use the PA system, the school newspaper, the bulletin boards, etc. If other student-led clubs use these resources, the Equal Access Act guarantees that you can use them as well. Word of mouth is always the best outreach tool. 
Practice – It’s time to launch! Put to practice all the things you learned and launch your first meeting! Make your first meeting a major hit! 

4. Produce!

Now that you’ve unlocked your faith in your school it is time to produce a harvest and start turning your world upside down!

P7 Meeting Ideas

There are many ways in which you can lead your Bible Club. Depending on your passion and vision you may decide to have a prayer based club, Bible study driven club, fellowship focussed club, or community oriented club. Many have a club that focuses on all of these things. There is no wrong way. Pray about the focus of your club meeting. Below are some ideas and suggestions to get you started. As you discover more ideas, be sure to e-mail us and share with us so that we can consider adding it to the list!

1. Lessons

There are lessons available for use every semester you have P7 meetings. Lessons will be added regularly for your benefit. You may also create your own lessons.

The lessons available for download are arranged in 7 sections:

1. Preview - This is a short description of the lesson for the meeting.

2. Praise - This will be an opportunity for everyone to praise God during the lesson.

3. Parable - A narrative will be used to lay a foundation for the lesson.

4. Present - The heart of the matter is revealed in this portion of the lesson.

5. Practice - Practical application of the principles in the lesson will be unveiled in this portion of the lesson.

6. Pray - This will be everyone’s opportunity to chat with God about all they learned in the lesson.

7. Plus - At this final point in the lesson students will receive instructions for additional study and practice of the material in the lesson outside of the P7 meetings.

Download the lessons at the P7 website and begin studying them for your meetings.

3. Prayer Ideas

Whether you occasionally designate your P7 meeting time to prayer or your P7 club is primarily a prayer group you will find these prayer suggestions helpful.

1. Pray for Your School Peers - salvation, safety, growth in Christ, all students would hear the gospel, they will connect with a local church, peace, they will reflect Christ to the world they live in

2. Pray for Your School Administrators - salvation, safety, they connect with a local church, peace, Christ-like in their leadership

3. Pray for Your Community - families, children, youth, safety, economy, turn to Christ, peace in homes

4. Pray for Your Local Churches - students will be accepted in the local church, adults will lay a great example for youth to follow, youth ministries, young adult ministries

5. Pray as You Walk Through the School - this can be a quiet prayer as you progress through the school halls to class and various activities

6. Pray in Classrooms - pray silently as you sit in class surrounded by peers

7. See You at the Pole - pray for your school during See You at the Pole every September www.syatp.com 

4. Creative Outreach Ideas

As you read the Gospels and Book of Acts you will notice how creative Jesus was when reaching for people. He interacted with each person uniquely and individually. You too can significantly impact your school in creative ways.

Consider the following creative ways to reach out:

1. Casual Conversations - Every day causal conversations are a potential opportunity to share Christ with your classmates. It’s possible to fit Christ into a conversation about work, sports, academics, relationships, food and even social media. It will usually be in the context of a casual conversation that you will have a chance to share Christ. Stay alert and reach out through casual conversations.

2. Speeches - There are many opportunities for you to offer a God oriented perspective in the classroom. Speech class is the most obvious opportunity. When calling for impromptu speeches, the teacher may allow you to choose the subject. This is a great moment to talk about the most important thing to you, your relationship with Christ. Classroom discussion also frequently give you a chance to offer input with a Christian perspective.

3. Papers - Many papers can be written from a Christian perspective throughout a school year. Students can often choose any topic, or at least tie in Christianity. Although the Bible is not considered a textbook, it does touch on every subject known to man. Even a class devoted to poetry can allow studies of the poetry in the Scriptures. When an assignment is given to write a poem, subjects like heaven, Jesus, and Christian friends work well.

4. Unreached People Groups on Campus - People groups come in all kinds of shapes and sizes on your campus, and very campus has them. These groups are not necessarily cliques, but they are sociologically classified as a culture within the youth culture on campus. Some of these people groups are: Jocks, cheerleaders, nerds, geeks, skaters, head-bangers, surfers, ropers, hackers, preppies, and neo-hippies. These groups represent students struggling for identity and survival on campus by seeking acceptance by a well-defined group. These students must feel the presence and acceptance of Christian students on campus.

5. Student Meetings - One of the most effective witnesses is moments when non-believers see believers meeting together, relating to one another and to God. When possible have meetings on campus to create this opportunity. Invite your friends, whether believers or non-believers.

6. Extracurricular Activities - There are a number of outstanding possibilities for each student who is involved in extracurricular activities. Through most of these activities, there is a real possibility to use your leadership in a way that will really help the cause of Christ. Many campus ministry members are involved in the school newspaper, the yearbook, student government, National Honor Society, chess club, photography club, etc. all are opportunities to reach out!

7. Jesus Week - Some schools have had a week-long "blitz" on the campus. Jesus Week may feature several activities including a school assembly, literature distribution, posters, a unique series of P7 meetings in one week, special guest speakers, etc.

8. Teacher Appreciation Week - Unfortunately, teachers are seldom in the limelight unless they have failed or are retiring. Student groups can help overcome this deficit by intentionally appreciating teachers. Showing the love of Christ to the teachers is a very effective way to reach out!

5. Teaching Tips 

As you familiarize yourself with the lessons and prepare to teach consider the following tips:

1. Spend time in prayer before you teach.

2. Stay cool under fire. Criticism can be turned to an advantage. Remaining cool allows you to make rational decisions and statements.

3. Mean what you say and say what you mean!

4. Manage your time or it will manage you!

5. Know your material.

6. Make respect a central part of your P7 meeting culture. You have to give respect to get respect.

7. Be flexible because the unexpected occasionally occurs.

8. Whenever possible, connect your discussions and curriculum to students’ lives, community, and culture.

9. Learn from other teachers in your local church. Their insight can be invaluable. Observe them as they teach.

10. Build students confidence in their Faith and God.

11.  Don’t be afraid to admit when you don’t have the answers. Defer your response to a later meeting and study for the answer.

12. Be careful not to lecture all the time. Engage students with discussions, projects and illustrations.

13. Don't forget, you're only human. Do your best and allow God to fill in the gaps! He’s pretty good at being GOD!

 

Sample Documents & Lessons
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We Are Branches

Author: Annette R. Evans
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According to John 15:5, Jesus is the vine and we are the branches. If we abide in Him (remain attached to Him) we will grow fruit. However, without Him we can do nothing.

· How many fruits that grow on vines can you think of? (encourage responses; some examples: grapes, pumpkins, melons, kiwi, tomatoes, passion fruit, dragon fruit; show slideshow if desired: http://garden.lovetoknow.com/wiki/Slideshow:Which_Fruits_Grow_on_Vines#1) 
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Not all fruit grows on vines, of course. Psalm 1 compares a blessed man to a fruitful tree. Read this Psalm aloud together and take a moment to thank God for His blessings.

Show a plotted plant. Break off one of the branches. 
·  Will this branch be able to grow any more _________ (whatever leaves/flowers/fruit the plant produces)? (no, unless it can be made to grow roots or be grafted into another plant)
·  Why can’t a detached branch grow more leaves/flowers/fruit? (it can’t get the nutrients and water it needs, which must go through the roots, up the stem, and into the branches)
Not only can a branch not produce fruit if it is detached from the plant, but it will also die rather quickly!

Without Jesus, we are like a detached branch, and our future is bleak. Read John 15:6 from your Bible.
·  A detached branch withers, and then what is it used as? (firewood)
To avoid becoming firewood, we must stay attached to Jesus! The next verse tells us how to do this. Read John 15:7 from your Bible.
·  How do we stay attached to Jesus? (by having His Words remain in us and by asking [praying])
To stay attached to Jesus, we must pray—talk to Jesus, ask Him things, and listen to what He says. We must read and study His Word. We must “keep” His commandments, not just hearing the Word but DOING it. 

Read John 15:10-12 from your Bible. Sometimes we think that keeping Jesus’ commandments will become too difficult or burdensome, but in these verses, Jesus associates His commandments with love and joy—the first two fruit of the Spirit. 

·  What are the nine fruit of the Spirit listed in Galatians 5:22-23? (love, joy, peace, longsuffering [patience], gentleness, goodness, faith [faithfulness], meekness, and temperance [self-control])
We can have true love, joy, peace, and the rest of the fruit only when we are attached to Jesus. If we break away from Him and try to manufacture these on our own, any fruit we produce will be counterfeit—like the plastic fruit some people have sitting around in bowls on their dining room tables: it looks good but has no nutritional value.
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Show this “Branches” visual: http://www.creative-sunday-school-ideas.com/support-files/Branches-Visual.pdf
These look like healthy branches that are producing good fruit. However, if a gardener notices that a branch on his vine does not look healthy, or if he would just like it to produce more fruit, he might do something potentially painful to the branch. Read John 15:2 from your Bible.
·  What does the gardener do to every branch that DOES NOT grow fruit? (He takes it away [cuts it off])
·  What does the gardener do to every branch that DOES grow fruit? (He purges [prunes or trims] it so it will grow even more fruit)
Sometimes God has to cut some things out of our lives because He is trying to help us grow more fruit. He might take away some music or books or movies or friends or activities that are interfering with our ability to grow His love, joy, peace, and the rest. It’s important to remember that when He prunes (takes away) these things, He is not punishing us; He is helping to add more growth and more fruit.
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Let’s pray right now and ask Jesus to help us stay attached to Him. Let’s ask Him to help us keep His commandments, grow more fruit of the Spirit, submit to the pruning times, and respond with even more growth.
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Eat some fruit this week. As you do, remember that fruit is meant to be eaten; it is to give strength and enjoyment to the eater. The fruit of the Spirit that you grow in your life is meant to bless and help others.

Media Matters

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The average teen spends over 7.5 hours a day consuming media--half of his or her waking hours! When it comes to media intake, it’s crucial to make responsible, godly choices.

List the order, from greatest to least, that these forms of media influence your thinking: Television, the Bible, and music. Now list three quotes from a television show or movie, three Bible scriptures you know by heart, and three songs you’ve memorized. Which was hardest to do? Easiest? Does this reveal what truly influences you most?
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Say Philippians 4:8 as a prayer. (“Dear God, whatever things are true, whatever things are honest . . . if there is any virtue, if there is any praise, I will think on these things.”)

Imagine a friend gives you a cupcake. The cake is soft and moist, and a creamy swirl of frosting layers the top. Now imagine you take a huge bite . . . and find a dead fly inside.   Kind of disgusting, huh? But when you show your friend, he just laughs it off. “It’s just one little fly,” he says. “The rest is good.”

When it comes to the media we consume, many people are just like the friend who laughs it off. “It’s mostly good,” they say. “There’s just one little bad spot.” But those little bad spots can spoil the whole song or movie or video game, latching onto our thoughts and lurking in our minds long after the music and images have faded.
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Whether you realize it or not, all media promotes a worldview. Songs, movies, and magazines communicate ideas that are often in direct opposition to God’s Word. It’s your responsibility to critically analyze what you see and hear. Can you imagine Jesus watching this show? Singing this song? If not, you should find a better entertainment choice.

Read the psalmist David’s commitment in Psalm 101:3. What you look at impacts you! You can’t control every little thing your eyes see, but you can control your media choices. You have the option to consume material that draws you closer to God or pushes you away.

Take a look at the following passages: Proverbs 4:23, Romans 12:1-2, and I Peter 1:13. These passages are all concerned with the cleansing and renewing of your heart and mind. Your heart is your life source--both spiritually and physically. If you regularly ingest violence, lies, hate, immorality, and materialism, not only do you begin to take on those characteristics, you poison your heart. Your mind quickly becomes so crowded with unholy concepts that you can no longer recognize God’s truths.

We should “cast down imaginations that exalt themselves against God and bring every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ.” (II Corinthians 10:5.) One way to “capture” your thoughts is to monitor the ideas you allow into your head in the first place.

Romans 1:18-32 describes a generation of people who are involved in every wicked sin imaginable. Some Christians who read this passage would never dream of partaking in such things, yet they have no problem soaking up entertainment that promotes or makes light of the very same behaviors. According to verse 32, if you enjoy watching other people commit sins, it’s as bad as sinning yourself.

God is holy beyond what our minds can comprehend (I Peter 1:15-16). When we allow unholy ideas to shape our lives, God cannot dwell in us. We can take comfort in the promise of Isaiah 26:3. In a world overcome with war and disaster and chaos, who wouldn’t want perfect peace? The fastest way to experience true peace is to focus your mind on things that glorify God. Don’t be short-changed by bad entertainment choices.
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1. Your posts on social networking sites reflect your values and how you think. What are some guidelines can you follow to make sure your social networking always honors God?

2. Ephesians 5:1 says to imitate Christ. How can you do that through your music, reading, and viewing choices?
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Pray that God gives you a desire to please Him. Ask Him to transform your heart so that you no longer want to entertain ungodly worldviews. Thank Him for showing you how to use media in positive ways, and praise Him for the promise of perfect peace.
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This week, take at least one day to spiritually “detox” by fasting from all unnecessary use of media and technology. Journal about your experience.

Put A Filter On That Mouth

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Most of us have heard people use the expression this way: “She doesn’t have a filter on her mouth.” Meaning, there is nothing there keeping all of the impurities from spewing out of that person and polluting the atmosphere of all who hear her “run out at the mouth.” 
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Let’s put a filter of praise on our mouth right now and speak some life into the room by sharing something positive that God has done for you this week. 
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What is a filter? Laws require filters on certain machines like cars and factories. Some of us prefer filtered water. Our dad might have to go to the store and pick up a filter for the air-conditioning unit. Filters are in our lives, whether we are aware of them or not, and they save us a lot of trouble. A filter can prevent physical illness and even keep us from death.

What kinds of filters can you think of? Medical masks filter the doctors’ and nurses’ breath to protect a surgery patient from airborne bacteria and diseases. Painters wear masks to protect them from breathing in all of the brain-killing chemicals in paint. Gas masks protect soldiers from poisonous gas. Internet filters keep unwanted websites from popping up unexpectedly.

What do all filters have in common? They are there for our protection and purification from harmful in-coming and out-going sources.  
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In Proverbs 18:21, the Bible says the power of life and death is in our tongue. We can speak life to others, or we can speak death. We can speak life to ourselves, or we can speak death. Words are powerful. Words can build up or words can tear down. Words can be a source of love or a source of abuse. We can build each other up to be strong and confident, or we can harm each other by being vindictive and manipulative.  

Matthew 12:36 says that on judgment day we will give account for every word, even the “idle words” that we speak.

Proverbs 26:18-19 says that when we deceive someone and then say, “I was just joking!” it is as if we are throwing fiery arrows of death at that person.   

In James 3:11, we are asked if both bitter water and sweet water can come from the same source. Imagine going to the water fountain and the person in front of you drinks the water and says it is the best tasting water they’ve ever had. Then when you go to drink the water, it all of a sudden becomes brown and mucky. It doesn’t happen that way. Either the water is pure or the water is dirty.

Going back to James 3:10, just like bitter and sweet water can’t come from the same source, neither should a person have both blessing and cursing coming out of his or her mouth.  
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What can we do to put a filter or guard on the words we say? First of all, we can go to the source of our words—our hearts. Luke 6:45 says it is out of the abundance of the heart that the mouth speaks. What is the source, your heart, full of? Does your heart need to be cleansed from bitterness, hate, pride, jealousy? You can tell by the words that you use. Are your words hurtful, angry, biting, or shameful? What is in your heart? 

Psalm 141:3 is a prayer that David prayed: “Set a guard over my mouth. Keep the door of my lips.” 
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God, please open our minds to listen to the words that come out of our mouth, and help us to think about how those words are impacting our world and the world of those around us. Be a guard or filter over our mouths so that we can bring forth pure words, full of life and peace. Purify our hearts so that the words we say and the thoughts we think are acceptable in Your sight (Psalm 19:14).
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As Christians, we need to be willing to do whatever it takes to examine our words, our hearts, and our lives. Out of love for Christ and others, and out of concern for your own soul, step out in faith and ask someone you trust to tell you what they feel when they hear you speak. Do your words build up or tear down? Do you have life inside of you, or death? Tie a rubber band around your arm to help you remember that the words you say matter. Remember that children’s rhyme: “I’m rubber, you’re glue; whatever you say bounces off of me and sticks on you!” Remember that not only will others’ words come back to them, but your own words will come back to you too—on judgment day.

· Develop confidence in each P7 leader and student.

· Teach the students to RESPECT the club, one another, school administrators and school policy.

· Help the students set healthy expectations early on for the P7 meetings.

· Lead the P7 Club members by example in your daily life.

· Communicate weekly with the club leaders.

· Provide accountability for the club leaders.

· Pray for the students and P7 meetings daily.

How Can I Get My Students Involved?

· Disciple, inspire and persuade your students to unlock their faith in their schools.

· Share testimonies from the P7 website with your students to help them understand they can unlock their faith in school too!

· Use the P7 promotional video during your youth services to generate interest.

· Systematically cast vision that will move your students into action in their local schools. It seems true that you get what you preach. So, preach about the opportunity to change your community by launching Bible Clubs in schools.
